feel like your own life isn't quite good enough. Therefore, this whole habit of scrolling and
watching alone doesn't truly connect us; instead, it mostly makes us feel lonely, even when we

have thousands of friends online.

After evaluating the result of social media usage, it can be seen that while social media
has enhanced communication and relationships, it also has made meeting or interacting in
person less important and is causing people to isolate themselves. Nonetheless, the positive
effects seem to be far more significant than the negative ones because social media not only
has turned the world into a hyper-connected place where people can keep in touch with their
loved ones despite distances and get to know new people, but also has increased cooperation
and empathy between people. Although things such as weaker connections, isolationism, or
selective self-representation can occur, these are based solely on the user's attitudes rather than

social media itself.

Overall, social media has both positive and negative influences on communication. It
connects people globally and supports cooperation, yet it can also reduce the quality of in-
person relationships. Although these concerns are significant, the benefits generally outweigh

the drawbacks when social media is used wisely.
